After receiving your proposal, we will send your materials to experts who will independently review your proposal.  Please complete the following items so that we are able to thoroughly assess your proposal.  It is important that you include as much information and detail as possible as any omissions may be interpreted as a lack of critical material by reviewers.  Please do not alter the format of this proposal submission form as it will result in a delay of your review.

We also recommend submitting any chapter that is particularly innovative or unique.  The material should not be in draft format; rather, it should be carefully prepared and represent your best work.  Also be sure all pages are numbered either consecutively or double-numbered by chapter.

While we may not necessarily approach these scholars to act as reviewers themselves, we may ask them for their suggestions for peer readers.
